Dear Parents

Re: uniform requirements for September 2025 – skirts.

As some of you who already have students with us may know, there have been some changes to uniform requirements for September 2025, in particular with skirts. I wanted to ensure that you are aware of these requirements before you start to buy uniform for your young person coming up in September.

At The Sir John Colfox Academy, we continue to hold high expectations for all aspects of school life, including the way our students present themselves. Our uniform policy is an important part of maintaining a positive learning environment. It promotes a sense of belonging, encourages equality, and helps students focus on their learning by reducing distractions and pressures related to appearance. Over time, we have listened to student feedback and made thoughtful adjustments to the uniform to ensure it is both practical and inclusive. These include introducing summer polo shirts, removing the requirement to wear blazers during warmer months, and reducing the number of branded items families are required to purchase.
One persistent concern, raised by both staff and members of the parent community, is the length of girls’ skirts. This issue becomes more noticeable in the summer term when students no longer wear tights.
For these reasons, we are updating our uniform policy from September 2025:

● New Year 7 students will be required to purchase one of two specific skirt options available from KitzUK https://the-sir-john-colfox-academy.secure-decoration.com/. Please note - No other skirt option will be acceptable for Year 7s starting in September

We understand that the financial outlay of purchasing a whole new uniform can be challenging and have tried to reduce the amount of branded or specific uniform items required. If you need any financial assistance please do let me know as there ways we can support you.

All students who are in receipt of Free School Meals will be issued with a £50 voucher code in July for Year 7 and again in Year 9 to support purchasing of uniform. In addition we also have a School fund that we can use to support our families and we will be selling some second hand uniform during our Parents Evening on 1 July.

Kitz UK will also be at the parents evening on 1 July with samples of the uniform for you to look at for sizing if you wish to purchase online rather than visiting the shop. Please note uniform will not be able to be purchased from Kitz UK on the evening of 1 July.
I will be writing again shortly to update you on the transition progress and what you can expect over the next couple of months before your young person starts at our school in September.
