Dear Parents and Carers

As we come to the end of a successful school year, we would like to take this opportunity to thank you for your continued support and partnership. A strong and positive home-school relationship is vital to every child's success, and we greatly value open and respectful communication with families. As we look ahead to the new school year, we kindly remind all families of some key expectations that help ensure a positive and productive learning environment: consistent attendance and punctuality are essential for learning progress, full school uniform in line with our policy should be worn with pride each day, and students are expected to come to school fully equipped and ready to learn. Together, by reinforcing these shared priorities, we can continue to support every student to thrive positively.

Year 7 is a significant time, filled with new experiences, friendships, and opportunities for growth. I am incredibly proud of how well our students have settled in and adapted to the changes. Starting secondary school can feel daunting, but our Year 7s have shown real resilience, maturity, and a fantastic attitude throughout the year.

Some highlights from this year include:

· Excellent engagement in lessons, clubs, sports, music, and drama—including great enthusiasm and teamwork at our recent Sports Day
· Increasing confidence and independence demonstrated by students across the year
· Over 11,000 positive behaviour points awarded, with several students individually earning more than 150—an outstanding achievement!

It has been a pleasure getting to know the year group and watching them grow into their place within our school community. Naturally, there have been challenges (as is to be expected in Year 7), but students have navigated these with growing maturity, supported by both staff and families.

Equipment 
 
The new school year is also a good opportunity to reinforce our expectations around equipment. Students should be bringing the following items to school every day: black/blue pens, green pen, pencil, highlighter, rubber, ruler and calculator. These items will be checked daily from September in tutor time. We will support students initially who are struggling to organise themselves with equipment but will follow up with further consequences for students who are continually arriving to school without the resources they need. Please support us and your child by making sure they have this equipment when they return in September.
Uniform 
 
Please support the school by ensuring your child returns in September wearing the correct uniform, in line with our policy. As we move out of the summer term, all students should wear shirts, ties, and blazers rather than polo shirts. We particularly ask for care to be taken with the length of girls’ skirts, which must be no shorter than just above the knee. 
Our aim is to maintain a positive, respectful environment for all students and staff. Addressing uniform issues in time for the start of term helps prevent unnecessary confrontation or disruption to learning. Students who do not meet uniform expectations will be asked to make appropriate changes, and where necessary, consequences will be applied until the issue is resolved. We greatly appreciate your support in helping us uphold these standards consistently.

There will be a few changes to the tutor team next year. Mrs Peet will be taking over Ms Penfold’s tutor group, and Ms Winstanley will take over Mr Allies’. Both are excited to join the team and have shared a short introduction:
