Affordable homes at Foundry Lea

« Affordable homes are beginning to be released on the new Foundry Lea

development.
*To be eligible to apply you must be on Dorset Council’s Housing Register.

*Registering may not provide you with an immediate housing solution but it is
important to be ready when new homes become available.

*You can find out quickly if you qualify by checking Dorset Council’s short
online check

*The check asks a few simple questions, eg, are you over 16, do you have a
household income below £60,000pa, and have a local connection to Dorset,
such as working or living in the area.

«If you are currently living in privately or socially rented accommodation you
can still apply for the register.

Further help is provided by Bridport Citizens’ Advice and Bridport
Library, South Street.

*At Foundry Lea, there are also affordable Shared Ownership homes on
offer.

*A shared ownership home allows you to buy a share of your home, while
paying rent on the remaining share.

*To register your interest you need to contact the housing association direct.
